Shades are shipped with the required number of brackets for proper installation. Bracket placement locations should be indicated by stickers on the

headrail. If not...

o Brackets should not be placed over the operating mechanisms near the ends of the
headrail. Instead, loosely place a bracket 2-4 inches in from each end. Mark the locations
with removable tape or otherwise note where the brackets are located.

o Depending on the width of the shade, additional brackets may be necessary. Space any
such brackets approximately evenly between the two end brackets and mark or note the

location of the bracket(s).

Bottom Rail Handle Middle Rail Handle
properly For Top/Down Bottom/Up operating shades only

Step 4: SHADE OPERATION

1. Pull straight down on handle(s) and set to the desired position.
2. Shade is self-leveling- Grasp one side while raising the other side until the shade is

level.

Step 5: REMOVING SHADE FROM THE BRACKETS

1. Insert a screwdriver between the headrail and the bottom back of the bracket.
2. Gently pry the screwdriver to release the bracket from the headrail. Take care not to

damage the painted finish of the headrail and the fabric.

3. As you release the brackets, hold the headrail to keep it from falling.
